Exodus 18:20
“Teach them the decrees and laws, and show them the way to live and the duties they are to
perform.”

Exodus 22:22-23
“Do not take advantage of a widow or an orphan. If you do and they cry out to me, I will certainly
hear their cry.”

Deuteronomy 4:9

Only be careful, and watch yourselves closely so that you do not forget the things your eyes have
seen or let them slip from your heart as long as you live. Teach them to your children and to their
children after them.

Deuteronomy 4:10
